The nominees can register through this link: https://forms.office.com/e/T6ryv8Zawq to 

indicate their Member State, which will be automatically contacted to submit the 

nomination if applicable. The Member State will get access to an online platform, where 

the nomination form and the written recommendation (including points a-c) can be 

uploaded. Alternatively, the Member State can send both the nomination form and the 

written recommendation to the Secretariat of the Prize via email 

(carlosjfinlayprize@unesco.org). 

 

For nomination by non-governmental organizations (NGOs) in official partnership 

with UNESCO:

An access to an online platform will be provided to upload the nomination form and the 

written recommendation.
